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This paper reports on results of a quality of life survey conducted throughout the City of Burlington in nearly 600 interviews in November of 2003.  Questions addressed resident's perception of importance and happiness with consumptive goods and services, the natural environment, personal and working life, and family and community (often described as built, natural, human, and social capital), as well as total quality of life, sense of community, and demographic background.  Results form the basis for defining and pursuing a sustainable community.  The survey was also designed to be extendable to other communities, and form the basis for measuring human welfare worldwide.  The presentation also serves as a good overview of the demographic characteristics of Burlington and its neighborhoods for conference participants.
