· have a cumulative grade point average of 3.50 after 3 semesters of full‑time enrollment at UVM.

· have enrolled primarily in courses that represent the various disciplines in the College of Arts and Sciences

· have demonstrated her or his commitment to both academic and campus community activities

The typed application must include:
1. Cover page

2. Completed application (Parts I and II)

In addition, you should have letters of reference from two faculty members in the College of Arts and Sciences sent separately to Elizabeth Dunbar in the Dean's Office by the assigned deadline.
