Intensive Level “Wrap” Intervention Program

The W.E.S. intensive level “wrap” social/emotional intervention program is designed to provide a small number(2-3) of identified fourth and fifth graders an intensive level intervention program that is student focused.  The intensive level intervention is focused on providing students intensive level supports, so that they can achieve their own identified personal goals.  The goals are designed during a wrap intensive team meeting and progressed monitored throughout the school year.  Students assess their progress throughout the school year and modify and adapt their goals throughout the journey.  

How are the goals created?

The goals are created at the first wrap intervention team meeting.  The students sit down with the home school coordinator prior to the first team meeting to draft their goals.  After the initial goal setting meeting the home school coordinator will hold an initial family meeting.  This way the students have a chance to problem solve, process, and conduct an inventory on their own feelings prior to the first wrap intensive meeting.  
How is the wrap intervention team created?

The team members are identified and chosen by the student (3-5)

What is the role of the wrap intervention team?

All members of the team are committed to assisting the student throughout their journey and ensuring that the interventions are carried out with fidelity.  
How are the interventions decided?

The social/emotional interventions are identified supports that are put in place to assist the student in achieving their identified goals.  
Does the wrap intervention program support student families too?  
Yes, the program is designed to support students throughout their journey.  Therefore, if it requires identified supports outside of the school day, then the wrap team comes together to assist the student.  The program is student focused and driven.  At times the best supports come from after school mentoring programs, counseling, etc.
