A Basic teaching/lesson plan for PBIS

Teachers can read or paraphrase the following script:

Today we will talking about our schools rules and expectations for how we foster success for everyone in our school. You have heard  about our school wide expections :they are 

 We respect each other______________________________________________________________________

We are safe ________________________________________________________________________

We are responsible __________________________________________________________________________

What does this mean to you ? What do you think of when you hear these words?

What are some examples of this? 

What are examples of people not following these expectations around our school?

What are some good examples of people meeting these expectations?

Let’s talk about what these expectations mean for the way we behave and treat each other in this classroom. What are the rules for this classroom and which of the expectations do they relate to?

Class activities : 

Have students work in small groups to answer these questions and come up with examples

Have students write answers to these questions and give examples

Have students make posters or drawings , collages or pictures of people following and not following the rules and expectations.
Allow open discussion of how the expectations play out in school and make the school or classroom a safer more enjoyable place for everyone

Now let’s talk about what happens when people do and don’t meet the expectations:

In our school and classroom this is how we recognize and honor students who are meeting the expectations. ( review the school and classroom reward or recognition system

This is how we follow up and help students who are not able to follow the rules and meet the expectations. ( review the school and classroom corrective activites .This includes how students will be reminded of the positive expectations when they are not able to follow then and how they will be given opportunities to learn and practice.
