Storlng Frorh Foodr

Proper use ol the appliance, adequately packed food,
correct temperature and taking into account hygienic
precautions will substantially influence the quality ol
the food stored.

. Foods to be stored in the relrigeralor should be
properly packed so as to prevenl mrxing vanous
moisture degrees and odors (in polyethylene bags
or sheel. aluminum loil, wax paper. or stored in
covered containers or bottles).

. Before storing lood in the relrigerator, remove
excessive packaging (like yogurt in multi'package).

. Pack syslematically and make sure that
loodstulls do nol touch each other (vanous odors
may mix). Assure adequate air crrculatron
arouno pacKages.

. Never store llammable, volatile or
explosive substances.

. Beverages with high alcohol percentage shall
be stored in tightly sealed bottles in
venical position.

In case the ice formation on the inner back wall is
ancreased (3-5 mm), ice should be manually
defrosted.
Set the thermostat knob to STOP (Ol position and
leave the door open. Never use electric devices for
defrosting and do not scrape the ice or frost layer
with sharD obiects.

This is
a normal condition and it has no influence
whatso€ver on the lilstime ol the aooliance.
. Aftct 3t rllng tha appllrnc., the operation of
lhe compressor and the relrigerant flow may be
louder, which does nol mean that something is wrong
with the aDoliance and il has no intluence on the
litetime of the appliance. Gradually the is noise
reouceo.
. Sometimes unusual and loudct nois€ is heard,
which is rather unusual for the aoDliance. This noise
is often a consequence ot inadequate installation.
-The appliance must be level and installed on a firm
solid basefloor.
-lt should not touch lhe wall or kitchen units standing
next to it.
