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Our project is based in southwest MT near Dillon in the Pioneer Mountains. We chose to
collect samples from this range because there are no TCN dates, and we feel it is
important in drawing climatic connections and getting the bigger picture as it relates to
the Greater Yellowstone and Wind River Ranges. We hypothesize that the glacial maxima
in this range and others in southwest MT might have occurred prior to the LGM.
