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	Natural Gas


Where am I found?  I am found overwhelmingly in the Middle East and the former USSR.  The US has only 3% of world gas reserves. I am found below ground in permeable rock formations.
What’s my carbon intensity?  I generate 0.19 kg CO2/kWh.  Much of my energy comes from breaking C-H chemical bonds.
How easily can I be transported? I can be shipped easily by pipeline and can be liquefied for shipment.
What am I made of?  I am mostly methane (CH4) with minor amounts of other gases and that sulfur-rich odorant that makes me smell awful.
What’s my energy density?   The energy density of compressed natural gas is 14.9 kW-h/kg or 53.6 MJ/kg or 10 MJ/liter.
What other impacts can I make on the environment?  Drilling and extraction can destroy natural habitat for animals and plants. Possible land resource impacts include erosion, loss of soil productivity, and landslides.
How much of me is left? Somewhere between 50 and 200 years of gas is left in the US depending on how much we want to pay to extract it.
