Where am I found? The US (7.4%) and Russia (12%), along OPEC accounted for 64% of crude oil produced in 2004. 
What’s my carbon intensity? I generate 0.27 kg CO2/kWh.

How easily can I be transported? I am a liquid fuel, easily stored and transported.

What am I made of? As Fuel oil I am composed of about 75% saturated hydrocarbons (Carbon double bonds), and 25% aromatic hydrocarbons (ring compounds) The average chemical formula for common diesel fuel is C12H26, ranging from approx. C10H22 to C15H32.
What’s my energy density? The energy density of fuel oil is 12.7 kW-h/kg or 45.8 MJ/kg or 38.7 MJ/liter.
What other impacts can I make on the environment?  Extraction releases toxic materials, oil spills damage the environment, and combustion products affect health.

How much of me is left?  Uncertain and depends on price but at least 30 years.  There are Numerous indications that oil production has peaked or is about to peak and that demand will outstrip supply within the next decade leading to price instability.
