Where am I found? I am found wherever forests grow.  I am a biofuel and fully renewable.  Think of me as solid sunlight.
What’s my carbon intensity?  I generate a net 0 pounds of CO2 per kWh (not including harvest and transport, which currently use fossil fuels). One study suggests that in a large commercial operation, burning wood generates 26 times the energy used for harvest and transport.
How easily can I be transported?  I am rather big and bulky.  I can be made into pellets, which are cleaner and easier to handle.
What am I made of? I am made of cellulose and lignin. I contain 50% carbon, 6% hydrogen, 44% oxygen.
What’s my energy density?  The energy density of wood is 3.1 kW-h/kg or 11 MJ/kg or 2.5 MJ/liter.
What other impacts do I make on the environment? Harvesting of wood products can disturb ecosystems by removing or changing habitat.  Building road networks to move logs can increase erosion and runoff.  Clear cutting slopes can cause landslides. Wood smoke exposure can cause lung irritation and aggravate heart and lung diseases.

How much of me is left? I am a renewable resource.
