SOME HIGHLIGHTS FROM OUR FIRST SIX MONTHS

The site of the Jericho Research Forest was flestred and settled in
1790. By the early 1800’s, the farm had a reputafar being one of the
richest and most productive homesteads in towrl 9, after 150 years #
of exploitive farming and logging, the land was asincompletely
exhausted. The farmland was characterized by stowisband deep ~i
gullies. Most of the forest remnants were sevegedyed and high-graded.
Even the sap in the maple trees ran poorly. Tod#gr 60 years of '
ecological recovery, a forest has returned. Thigdla- and the forest that
now blankets it -- has an important and interesstayy to tell.
