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Resolution Regarding the American Red Cross’s Abilities to Use Campus Facilities:  

Resolution
Whereas the American Red Cross supplies over 44% of all blood donated on United States soil, and is one of the world’s largest blood suppliers, and emergency services provider, 
Whereas the American Red Cross policy denotes that “any man who has had sex with a man since 1977 is prohibited from donating blood”, for purported HIV/AIDS risks associated with engaging in homosexual activities,
Whereas all blood donated to the American Red is tested regardless of what donors state during their interview,
Whereas the questionnaire by given by the American Red Cross does not address other high risk sexual behaviors, but simply states “sex” which has a broad definition,

Whereas the University of Vermont has made strong statements against discrimination, and has established a strong statements against bias and hatred, especially as stated in Our Common Ground,

Whereas the University of Vermont’s Policy on Facilities and Grounds Use, specifically the clause on Non-discrimination, reads, “The University will not deny use of its facilities on the basis of the viewpoint of the person or entity seeking their use, provided that, unless otherwise required by law, all persons and entities using the University facilities must allow access to their events on a non-discriminatory basis if attendance is not limited to their own members”,
Let It Be Known the American Red Cross Deferral Policy causes the American Red Cross Blood activities on campus to be in direct violation of University policy,

Let It Be Known that the University of Vermont Student Government Association does not support discrimination based on sexual orientation,
Let It Be Known that the University of Vermont Student Government Association deems the activities of the American Red Cross to be in direct conflict with the established policies of the University, 
Let It Be Known that the University of Vermont Student Government Association requests that the University of Vermont follows its own established policy and forbid the American Red Cross from using on-campus resources to conduct recruitment, and donor activities.
