Positive Behavioral Supports (PBS) 
This workshop will offer strategies (approaches) for integrating school-wide expectations into daily classroom climate by focusing on increasing student engagement and use of social skills/self-regulation strategies though out the day.

Outcomes: 

1) Learn and practice strategies for describing classroom expectations as observable behavior (looks like/sounds like/T charts) 

2) Strategies for increasing student participation in role-playing associated with classroom expectations.

3) Learn and practice multiple strategies for promoting active student participation during class activities (whole class room discussion, class meetings, academic work) focusing on classroom expectations and social skills (think time, partner work, round robin, numbered heads together, turn to a neighbor, etc)

4) Learn and practice strategies for acknowledging positive student behavior associated with classroom expectations ( 3 versions of the good behavior game, how to deliver specific/descriptive praise, ignore, attend /acknowledge)

5) Strategies for promoting student-to-student positive feedback to each other re: student expectations.

6) Opportunities for problem-solving and action planning.

Participants in this workshop are limited to individuals from schools that have completed the Vermont PBS Universal or Secondary/Tertiary training and are continuing to implement their PBS school-wide action plans.
