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Functional Behavior Assessment is the skill of focusing on an individual student and creating strategies to guide teachers to structure the class or school environments to increase the student’s positive engagement in school activities. For some students this can be a simple conversation between a classroom teacher and a staff member with training in FBA.  For others it may require a team and a more comprehensive look at the student’s functioning.

This workshop will focus on practical approaches to developing effective Functional Behavior Assessments (FBAs) and writing individual Behavior intervention Plans (BIPs).  Participants will be provided with a resource manual with useful tools and forms which can be used to guide teams in gathering data and developing practical behavior plans for individual students. Functional Behavior Assessment is required by law when teams are considering change of placement for disciplinary reasons for students with disabilities. More importantly, they provide a valuable and practical tool for intervening and supporting children who are struggling with behavioral issues. Functional Behavior Assessment is a core component for schools implementing the Positive Behavior Support Model.

Who should attend? Anyone is welcome. School staff can attend as individuals or in teams.  Special Education Teachers, School Counselors, Administrators, Behavior Specialists, Para-Educators.   PLEASE NOTE: This FBA training is also presented as part of the PBS Secondary/Tertiary School Leadership Training.
