Life Space Crisis Intervention provides teachers, special educators, counselors and administrators with intensive and effective training in de-escalation , conflict resolution, counseling and behavioral intervention skills. It is appropriate for anyone working with children, and youth with challenging and self-defeating patterns of behavior.  LSCI is a highly effective intervention and resource for school teams using the Positive Behavior Supports (PBIS) model for students at the targeted and intensive levels of intervention Participants completing this course will receive an internationally recognized certification in LSCI.  

Most staff working with troubled and troubling children and youth have the heart and the experience so necessary for their work. What they often lack are tools: 

  Knowing what to do when a student:

· refuses to accept responsibility and blames others  

· swears at or threatens adults   

· gets pleasure out of bringing pain to others 

· is manipulated into false friendships  
· engages in endless power struggles.  
 Life Space Crisis Intervention skills empower school staff to intervene effectively when confronted with repetitive patterns of self-defeating behavior common in troubled and troubling students.
