PDirect Observation
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Observations

® To provide a more objective measure of
behaviors

® Assess changes overtime
® Make comparisons of behaviors

(between self or others)

Pros

® Considered by many to be “gold standard”
® Naturalistic

® Can observe environmental contingencies
® Help refine behavior definition

® Help determine severity

Cons

® VERY time and $$$ intensive

® Deceptively easy; bias creeps in

® Reliability/validity rarely considered
® Potential reactivity

e Difficulty getting an adequate sample

e Difficulty detecting internal events
