7 Founded on December 8, 1922 as a private university, it was called
Dong Lu (Eastern Continent) University. In 1930, it was turned into a
public university, and it was renamed Yunnan University in 1934.

- Yunnan University is located in Kunming, which is known as Eternal
Spring City in China because of its pleasantly mild climate all year round.

- Yunnan University now has 18 colleges and 8 research institutes,
offering 8o undergraduate majors, 5o master degree programs, and 11
doctoral degree programs. The total enrollment of undergraduate
students is about 13,000, and that of graduate students is about 12,000.

The Study Aboard in China Program at Yunnan University is run by the Chinese
Language Program at the University of Vermont and the College of International
Students.

The program offers students comprehensive Chinese language courses and
courses conduced in English on other subjects , such as Chinese culture, Chinese
minority nationalities, Sino-U.S. Business Relations.

Students who have finished at least one year of Chinese language study at UVM
may apply to study in this program for 2-13 months. Students may earn up to 10, 27,
or 44 credits, depending on the duration of study in the program.
