As seniors, this semester you are required to a project for your clinical course.  This project will help aid you in your understanding and growth as a technologist.  You will be compiling an informal journal that will include all procedures which you have observed this semester.  In this journal you will have a form to fill out, it will include: 

· date of the exams 

· patient medical record number 

· procedure observed 

· whether you assisted or performed the study

· dose used, did you draw it or prepare the kit

· injection, straight stick, IV, or did not inject

· successful injection, yes or no

· process study on computer, yes or no

· observing technologist’s initials

 Once you have completed a rotation, or anytime within a rotation, you are to select a study that interests you.  For this study, you will need to compile a write up that needs to follow the format given.  This format will include:

· Radiopharmacy

· Indications for Study

· Contraindications for Study

· Pertinent Patient History & Information, Why?

· Patient Preparation

· Equipment Used

·  Procedure

· Processing

· Normal Results

· Abnormal Results

· Artifacts

· Your Study Specific Results

You will also need to include films of your study with the patient information deleted (except for MR#) as well as the report from the reading physician (which can be obtained through ImageCast).  If your study is a Cardiolite, films are not necessary.

Your journal will include one cardiac study, two general nuclear medicine studies, one PET study, and one lab related study (a write up on how to prepare a particular kit, choose one, MDP, MAA, DTPA, etc.).

Your five main journals will be presented on your final day in clinic.  All students will be expected to arrive to clinic at the same time and will be the audience for your classmate’s presentations.  This will be your final day of clinic.
