Policies on Professional Courses 

Statement of Philosophy

Nuclear Medicine Technology graduates are expected to be prepared for entry-level positions immediately after completing the program. As such, it is expected that students will progress through the curriculum in the appropriate sequence and at an acceptable level of performance. 

It is the judgment of the faculty that successful completion of the national certifying exam as well as successful practice in the NMT profession will result from successful completion of the following “professional” courses. This does not mean that the other required courses are not important. It simply means that these courses are considered “critical” for safe, high-quality practice.

Policy on Professional Courses

A student who receives a grade of C-, D+, D, D- in any one of the above courses in a semester will be placed on Departmental Professional Probation. If a student receives a similar grade in another professional course in a subsequent semester, he/she may be dismissed from the NMT Program.

If a student receives a grade of C-, D+, D, D- in two (2) of the above courses in any one semester, he/she will be dismissed from the program.  An appeal may be filed with the Department Chair.

Policy on Failing a Professional Course

A student who fails any of the above courses will be in significant jeopardy for progression through the Program. The courses are offered only once per year, therefore the student will not usually be able to continue in the curriculum until he/she repeats the failed course the following year. If that occurs, the student will be dropped to the following internship cohort. If that cohort is filled, the student really has no options but to pursue another major on campus.

Policy on Internship

Students who have completed all requirements through the Fall semester of the senior year curriculum and expect to graduate the following May will be allowed to participate in the 17-credit NMT Clinical Internship (NMT-264).  The only exception is when a student lacks 6 or less credits to graduate and it is possible for the student to finish off the degree the summer following internship. 
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
