Commitment Control Changes and Other Improvements for FY09

In the desire to improve our Commitment Control setup, the Business Process Re-Engineering Team has made a number of changes to our configuration that will become effective for fiscal year 2009.  In particular, in the area of sponsored projects, we have consolidated some of the F-level accounts and moved detail accounts among F-Levels to more appropriately categorize expenses, we have removed extra lines from the Budget Overview inquiry page when sponsored projects are selected, and we have consolidated and merged ledger groups to make some of the delivered reports easier to use.  For all budgets, we have created a new reporting ledger (DETAIL_REV) to allow for easier reporting of revenue detail.

In addition to the Commitment Control changes, we are also introducing some reporting enhancements. The Budget Status report will now create an Excel file, just as the Budget Transaction Detail report does. Both the Budget Status and Budget Transaction Detail reports now have check boxes allowing you to exclude F&A transactions. Perhaps most exciting, details on payroll expense information for specific employees will now be viewable within the Finance system.

Details on each of these changes and improvements follow.

· Sponsored Projects:

· F-Level Changes: Some F-Level accounts are being consolidated in order to simplify budget setup and more appropriately categorize expenses. Some detailed accounts are moving between F-Levels. See Appendix I for details.
· Removal of Extra Lines on Budget Overview page:
· The unnecessary extra lines that appeared on the budget overview page with the Budget Period other than 1 will be removed for the SP_PARENT, SP_CHILD2 and SP_SUM_BUD ledger groups effective 7/1/08. Just put in period 1 when doing any reporting on a project.
If you have an inquiry already set up, you won’t see the change, so you will need to delete it and set it up again. There is a trash can icon on the top of the page that you can press to delete an Inquiry.
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· The SP_CHILD1 ledger will no longer be used. All transactions will post to SP_CHILD2 for transactions with a 7/1/08 or greater budget date.  

The Budget Transaction Detail report, Budget Status report, UV_BUDGET_OVERVIEW query and any other reports that previously reported on SP_CHILD1 will be modified to automatically include the transactions that have already posted to SP_CHILD1. The transactions that have already posted to SP_CHILD1 will not be moved into SP_CHILD2. ALL YOU NEED TO DO NOW IS SELECT SP_CHILD2 for SPONSORED PROJECT REPORTING for projects that were previously in SP_CHILD1 and SP_CHILD2 or for the new FY09 AG_RELATED projects. For the new Ag-Related projects, your business manager will give you more information.

· The SP_PARENT2 ledger group will also not be used anymore. You will still see it in the list of ledger groups but there is no reason to ever report out of this ledger group. 

No transactions with budget dates greater than 6/30/08 will post to SP_CHILD1 or SP_PARENT2. 

This structure simplifies configuration and project setup, and allows for greater understanding of commitment control and reporting, both centrally and de-centrally.

· The AG_RELATED ledger group is also being phased out. Any existing Ag-Related projects will continue to live out the rest of their lives in AG_RELATED, but the new projects being set up for the FY09 federal fiscal year will be in SP_CHILD2. Some previously existing Ag-related projects may move into SP_CHILD2, if they expect to have a life longer than 9/30/08.

What this means to you: You can now report on Sponsored Projects by selecting only SP_CHILD2 and you will get all project transactions in one report. Previously Salary, Fringe and F&A transactions posted in SP_CHILD1 and the other transactions posted in SP_CHILD2 so the budget status report and budget transaction detail report needed to be run twice in order to retrieve all transactions for a project. You can also use SP_CHILD2 for the new Federal FY09 Ag-related projects.

Eventually SP_SUM_BUD may be phased out so that all sponsored projects can be reported on from a single ledger group, SP_CHILD2.

· Revenue in Commitment Control

· In FY08 we added a ledger group called DETAIL_KK to which all expense, encumbrance, pre-encumbrance and expense transactions post with their entire chartstring and detail account value. In FY09, we are adding a similar ledger group called DETAIL_REV to show revenue detail for both recognized and collected revenue.

Note: Revenue is recognized at UVM typically when the revenue transaction is budget checked. That is, when the invoice is budget checked, or when the miscellaneous deposit is budget checked, or when the revenue journal is budget checked. Collected revenue is accounted for when the payment is received for a receivable.   

· Budget Status Report

· This report has been modified to produce an Excel output file in addition to the PDF file. You do not need to do anything differently, the report will automatically produce csv (Excel)  file and a PDF file.

· Changes Relevant for Sponsored Projects Only:

· When SP_CHILD2 is selected, SP_CHILD1 data will be included automatically, eliminating the need to run the report twice.

· The Budget Status Report now has a checkbox that will allow you to exclude F&A transactions from your report when reporting from SP_CHILD2.  [image: image4.png]¥ Exclude Facilities and Administration




· Budget Transaction Detail Report: 

· Changes Relevant for Sponsored Projects Only:

· When SP_CHILD2 is selected, SP_CHILD1 data will be included. 

· Like the Budget Status Report, this report also now has a checkbox to allow you to exclude F&A transactions. 
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The ability to exclude F&A transactions was added for two reasons. First, since there are a large number of F&A transactions, and since they are calculated on every eligible expense transaction, there are a large number of such transactions and some people may not want to see each individual transaction. Secondly, some PIs and business managers are interested in seeing a Sponsored Project’s budget information without the F&A budget or F&A expenses.

· Payroll Information in Financials

· Now you will have the ability to see the emplid, empl record number and employee name in the Financials System under General Ledger > Review Financial Information using an Inquiry page, which will allow you to see whose payroll expenses makes up the total payroll expense that you see in PeopleSoft Financials. Note that the ability to see the employee name is in place for payrolls starting from 5/20/08, but not prior. Please see the Training & Development website for a job aid with detailed directions on how to view the information.
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· Other

· In order to streamline communications regarding retro distribution changes, we have established a new email account specifically for this purpose.  Beginning July 1, please address any email about retro distributions to retro@uvm.edu.  You may continue to use payroll@uvm.edu for other HR communications.  We believe that this new email address will allow us to respond more quickly to your retro distribution questions.
