Setting:
-Bed and Breakfast located in a desolate mountainous region in upstate Maine, nearby is a lake.
-Located along a long stretch of road, about a mile form the nearest town (small, quaint village)
-The Bed and Breakfast is a popular stop for earthy tourists, who seek a serene escape from the hardships of contemporary society.
-In the past, several visitors have disappeared without proper explanation. Rumors have circulated attempting to justify the mysterious disappearances associated with the B and B. The locals (well, those closest to the B and B), who strongly dislike the disruptions caused by boisterous tourists, offer no explanation; they merely dismiss the occurrences with a strange, unsettling ease.
-Based on the accounts of tourists, who write frequently on experiences at the B and B, denounce the locals as deranged and seemingly secluded from society. There have been reports of strange, abnormal behavior by the villagers, who tourists observe in passing. 
-One account reads: “They are mute, inbred beings with no morals. The village reeks of varmints, burnt hair, and rotten produce. They simply do not talk to tourists, but rather cast oppositional gazes accompanied by piercingly ominous smiles that scream get the hell away from my village. Their clothes, or rags I should say, are most likely bear or deerskins. Clearly, these villagers have failed to keep of with the Joneses, and slowly dwindle into the gutters of a past self sufficient society, in which mass produced clothing and food simply did not exist.”

-The owners of the B and B have offered a discounted, six week deal in an effort to further promote business. A group of nineteen respond to the discounted room deal, and the simulation begins.
