Summary: Since the early 1990s, Walter Kulash has specialized in the rapidly emerging field of livable traffic design. Recent projects that incorporate the principles of livable traffic include neotraditional communities throughout the U.S. and Canada, resort villages, outdoor shopping villages and park-once districts. He is also the author of the book, Residential Streets. Kulash is in the forefront of the field of traffic calming: changing motorist behavior through street redesign. He is an engaging speaker who addresses problems common in many Vermont towns, including avoiding sprawl, dealing with the effects of disconnected street networks, and creating the transportation systems necessary to support walkable neighborhoods and shopping districts.
