CRUNCHING YOUR FARM NUMBERS 
PROVIDED BY UVM EXTENSION 

In 2009, paying the bills and making debt payments will become a bigger challenge for Vermont’s dairy 
producer.  Consider taking steps NOW to plan how you will manage your farm’s cash flow during this, next, 
and future year periods.  We’re here to help!  

CRUNCHING YOUR FARM NUMBERS is currently being offered to any Vermont dairy producer upon request.  It is a 
free and confidential service. It is designed to better prepare you to plan your operating and credit needs for 
the next 1 or more years. You’ll be asked to provide us with several years’ farm financial and production 
information from your records, or from your lender.  After receiving this information, we will provide you with 
a full picture of your farm’s historical financial performance and help in developing cash flow projections for 
future years.  

All of the information provided will be useful to you (and your lenders/ vendors, if you desire) in making 
important decisions for your farm’s future, such as

• What your cash flow might look like over the long term.

• What are your realistic debt restructuring/refinancing options? 
• What other options might be considered to improve your cash flow?
