Health Requirements for 4-H Goat
Adapted from the Commonwealth of Massachusetts Fairs and Animal Health Rules

All animals being exhibited in or out of state must be accompanied by a valid
health certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying that the animals
are clinically free of infectious or contagious disease and exposure from such
disease.

Note: All goats and kids presented, regardless of age, must be individually listed
and identified on the health certificate.

These certificates must be made available upon request to fair, field day and show
inspectors. Documents of health certification for animals must be written on
relevant state or federal health forms only. Health Certificates must be dated
January 1% (of the current year) or later.

All of the above animals must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases
and conditions: foot rot, mange, pinkeye, ringworm, warts, cowpox, and open
and draining wounds.

Goats must also be free of sore mouth and scrapie exposure. Based on the new
federal scrapie eradication program, which went into effect in November 2001,
goats of any age or sex brought to show or exhibit, must possess a USDA
approved individual identification tag or tattoo. Information on approved tags and
tattoos is available from the USDA APHIS office in Sutton, MA at 508-865-1421.

Animals for which there is no currently approved vaccine, including goats, extra-label
administration of rabies vaccine approved for other species is recommended. (From the
Uniform Animal Health Standards Recommended For Vermont Fairs, Field Days and
Festivals)

* Remember if you show a cow, you must have past approval forms and lease/loan forms in your name prior to the animal reaching her second birthday.





INSTRUCTION FOR COMPLETING YOUR LIVESTOCK APPROVAL FORMS


This form is to be used for any species except equine.  Use one form per species and submit a new form every calendar year.


1. Enter the species of animal (bovine, ovine etc.).  One form per species.


2. Enter your name and full mailing address.  Include a phone number where we can reach you.


3. Enter your age as of January 1 of this year and enter your date of birth.


4. Include your county of 4-H club membership and the name of your club.  Enter independent if you are not in a cub.


5. Make sure your leader signs and dates the form.


6. Breed:  Enter the breed of the animal (Hampshire, Angus, Brown Swiss).


7. Animal’s name: as it appears on the registration papers for purebred animals.  For grade animals, enter the name you use for the animal.


8. Animal’s birth date: You must include the day/month/year of each animal’s birth.  This determines the class you show your animal in.


9. Sex: indicate status – ram, ewe, wether, heifer, steer, doe, buck etc.


10. Registration number: as it appears on the registration papers. Leave blank if your animal is grade.


11. All animals should have permanent identification-ear tag, tattoo etc.  If not, a side view picture must be submitted with this approval form.


12. Date of purchase or date lease/loan went into effect.  Include day/month/year.  Various events require ownership/lease/loan by a certain date.  This varies by species so check with your County Educator for details.


13. Check if lease/loan applies.  A copy of the lease/loan form must be submitted with the approval form.


14. Sharing of animals between 4-H members is not allowed.


15. For cattle two years old or older approval form listing, ownership and registration or lease/loan must have existed before the animal had her second birthday.


16. Approval forms are necessary for participation in certain events.  Questions on who must complete approval forms should be directed to your County Educator.  Your forms should be sent to the following UVM Extension office:
