ASTM/SEI properly fitted helmets are required at all times by anyone who is mounted, including Lead Line.  

Please refer to the ñNew England 4-H Horse Show Rules and Guidelinesò for proper attire and more complete rules. 
 

PAPERWORK NEEDED:  All paperwork needs to come with the horse and trailer. 

      Negative Cogginôs test, proof of rabies, and your Vermont 4-H Equine Identification/Approval Form .  

      You will not be allowed on the grounds without this paperwork!   
 

CAMPER ARRIVAL TIME IS 4PM TO 8PM WEDNESDAY and HORSE and/or CAMPERS 8AM-8PM THURS.  

PLEASE DO NOT PLAN TO ARRIVE BEFORE 4PM ON WEDNESDAY. 
 

An exhibitor must apply in writing to the state 4-H Livestock Educator, Wendy Sorrell, 655 Spear Street, Burlington, 

VT 05405-0107, with questions regarding unusual equipment or other matters that are not clearly addressed in the 

program and not addressed at the show. This must be done at least a month ahead of time. If you r equire 

accommodations to participate, please contact Wendy Sorrell by July 1st at 656-5418 or 800-571-0668. 

Questions at the show need to go to the managers and/or committee members. No one may approach any judge. 
 

NO SMOKING OR BIKES IN OR AROUND THE BARNS!  NO CAMPFIRES!  NO PETS ALLOWED !!!    
 

All vehicles/trailers are to be parked in designated areas. There is no parking between any buildings in the horse area 

and the roadways. This is a safe place to unload your horse and equipment and is okay, but you cannot stay parked in 

that area. During the day the roads are closed around the barns for everyoneôs safety. Please do not drive over or 

around cones. 
 

All pre-entry participants will be stabled by club. A single member attending from a club may request to be next to 

another club on the entry form. Numbers are $1 and you may keep them. Class entry fees are $5 per class. Entries must 

be received by June 25
th
. Post entries accepted, no guarantee of stabling or with your club. Horse stalls are $50 for the 

weekend. All horses staying overnight must have a stall. They are available Thursday through Sunday. (You are not 

allowed to use nails, screw-eyes etc. with the portable stalls, plan accordingly.) Stall fees are non-refundable, also a 

$25 Office fee will be assessed in refund situations. Upon your departure, your stall must be stripped and any unused 

hay put on the manure pile. We will have bedding available on the grounds and there are feed stores and tack shops 

nearby, should you need them. Tack stalls may be available if we have extra stalls, at $50.  
 

CAMPING: Exhibitors may stay on the grounds in campers and tents.  Any unit using electricity or water hook-up will 

be subject to the $60 fee for hookups. Each family camping on the grounds with no hookup needed is asked to pay $15 

for the weekend. Camping fees are payable in advance on the form enclosed, all camping fees are non-refundable. If 

you wish to have a camping space next to someone, please indicate that on your camping form. Spaces will be marked 

in advance. All campers must be in place by 8PM Thursday. No Camping/Staying over Sunday night. Please fill out 

camping form. 
 

Banquet menu by Addison Volunteer Fire Department:  (BACK AGAIN  THIS YEAR)  

½ BBQ Chicken, Garden Salad, Potato Salad, Baked Beans, Selection of Beverages, Rolls and Butter. Banquet tickets 

are $12 each and must be purchased in advance. Only those paid in advance will receive tickets in their entry 

envelopes and be eligible for door prizes. Lost tickets will not be replaced. Tables are reserved for those with banquet 

tickets.  
 

T-shirts will be available by pre-purchase only for $10 each. Please order with your entry on order form, they will be 

Irish green with white graphics this year. Stall money, banquet money, camping fee and T-shirt money must 

accompany your entry. Classes may be paid upon your arrival. 
 

All horses stabled on the grounds must participate in at least 2 classes over the weekend, to occupy a stall. 
 

Eastern National 4-H Horse Roundup delegates will be asked to conduct the flag ceremony on Saturday morning, 

Eastern States delegates will conduct the flag ceremony on Sunday morning, on horseback.   
 

Everyone will be asked to volunteer for various parts of the show.  Please be generous with your assistance.
