yeah. it's that easy.

At inrp it we are working to frontline the creation of the next generation of bus
tracking. blirp it, which stands for Bus Line Information Retrieval Program, is just that. It is the
fully web-based bus tracking system that brings the information straight into the hands of
every student or faculty member with a cell phone. Within minutes, any user can findout the
whereabouts of any operating bus at the university.

The thing that makes us a step above the rest is that we are more than just a bus
tracking system. We have created a webpage that will enable us to grow and expand as the
users see fit. By that | mean,we want to be the best and will be using user input and
comments to grow in the direction that the students and members want. We don’t want to
offer pointless features that the community isn’t using, we want people to have everything
they want right on one page.

At the beginning, blirp it will be offering a few custom made widgets that can be
placed however the user would like. These widgets will include a calendar widget (that
allows people to set alarms), a weather widget, the bus tracking widget, and an RSS feed
widget displaying news from your campus. People can add or remove these widgets as they
please and as we move forward and gain more capital we plan on adding more and more
widgets and features.

Details:

We do all of our business through a Web-Based application. Users are able to login
and view the location of the buses in their specific organization whether it is a campus, town,
or a company. If it is a town or company, they will receive a specific code that allows them to
see just those buses; if it is a campus they must sign up with their campus email
(yourname@yourcampus.edu for example).

Once they are logged in, they just set it up so that texts can be sent directly to their
phone or email with the specific notifications they have requested. For example, a user can
set it up to send them an alert or “blirp” at 10:30 pm and give them the information on the
whereabouts of a certain bus.
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Another example would be to text “blirpit” to the shortcode number we use (368266)

and follow the menu that comes shortly after.
