    * Once you have completed your profile, you are now able to search

      for multitude of positions.

*T**o search for jobs/internships or employers targeted at RSENR students*, follow these directions:

    *FOR JOBS & INTERNSHIPS:*

    *    On the task bar, go to "Jobs & Internships" and click on "Job

      Search"

    *     Click on "Values & Interests" on the left hand side.

    *     Go to the "Values & Interests" drop box and click on "Natural

      Resources". Click "Search".

    *     This will give you a list of current positions. Click on the

      position for details.

   * FOR EMPLOYERS:*

    *     Go to "Employers" at the top task bar; click on "Employers search"

    *     On the next page, go to "Values & Interests"; click on

      "Natural Resources"; click "Search"

    *     You should then see an alphabetical list of employers, all of

      whom may be a good fit for your interests. Some may have current

      postings; others you might consider making a friendly inquiry

      regarding potential opportunities.
