Subject: Outreach - two position for summer field work

Hi all, 

We expect to hire two temporary (summer) field technicians for the summer 2009 field season. We will advertise the positions through the USA Jobs system. However, we are also able to hire currently enrolled university students through the STEP program (Student Temporary Employment Program). 

Could you please help distribute our outreach notices? This is a field-data collection job. Employees will spend nearly 100% of their time in the field, with about half of that time spent in eastern Oregon on the upper Middle Fork John Day River (near Bates, OR) and the other half of the time in coastal Oregon on the Wilson River (near Jordan Creek OR). We are looking for one person with knowledge / expertise in riparian vegetation and botany and a second person with knowledge / expertise in hydrology or geomorphology.   

The hiring will be done through the USFS's Pacific Northwest Research Station. Employees will work for the Aquatic Land Interactions Program (http://www.fs.fed.us/pnw/ALI/index.shtml). The duty station for this position will be Olympia Forestry Sciences Laboratory in Olympia, Washington.  As described above, fieldwork will be conducted in eastern and western Oregon.  The position is classified at the GS-04 or GS-05 grade ($14.01 - $16.72 per hour).  To receive the vacancy announcement for this position, the applicant should fill out and return the attached vacancy announcement request form by March 1, 2009. 

To apply via USA Jobs (www.usajogs.gov), applications will be due by March 13, 2009. 
We will supply alternative information for university students preferring to apply via the STEP program.
