Major Plan & Course List
Purpose: 

1)  To review existing course work and plan out future your courses that meet both UVM requirements and your educational goals.

2)  To prepare elements for your final Academic Plan for your individually designed major.

Assignment: This assignment has two elements that are each revised and submitted more than once according to the following schedule:


Major Plan form – filled out in pencil


DUE  Tues., Sept. 7


Course List – typed up by semester


DUE  Tues., Sept. 7


Major Plan form – ready to be typed by Sue

DUE  Thurs., Sept. 30


Major Plan form –typed, ready to be signed

DUE  Tues., Nov., 23 w/Acad. Plan

Major Plan Form

Choose correct form for your college.  The front page shows the coursework related to your Environmental Studies major.  The back page has room for College/School requirements and electives.  Make sure you have the correct form for your college.

Start by listing all of the courses you have taken, placing them in the space for the appropriate requirement that it may fulfill.  Use your college website or catalog to determine what meets each requirement.  


Then select courses that you would like to take in the future that would fulfill all of your requirements.  Fill them in the appropriate spaces.  Yes, we realize that you don’t know exactly what courses will be offered when.  Yes, we realize you interest will evolve and course choices may change in the future.  Do the best you can with the available resources to determine how you can meet all requirements and gain the best education you can by your desired graduation date.


In the end, make sure the total number of credits adds up to at least 122 (120 plus 2 PEAC for most colleges).


If it would help you, see your advisor.  Make an appointment ASAP.  It is a good excuse to get back in touch with him/her and it may help you think this through.  If you have penciled in part of a major plan with your advisor in the past, you can ask Sue to pull it from your file to be copied.  


After I have reviewed the “in pencil” forms, and you have made corrections, Sue will type them up.  At the end of the course they are signed by the Program Director.  These forms become part of your permanent file.  They can, of course, be updated at any time with the approval of your advisor.

Course List by Semester

While the major plan is useful for making sure you meet all requirements, a course list by semester helps you balance workload and plan the timing of courses.  


Type up the course number, full name and number of credits by semester.  Sum up credits by semester.  Include summer and study abroad credits (estimated).  Do your best to list them the semesters that they are usually taught.  Consider prerequisites that may be required.
