The alarm symbol defines the alarm status—either alarm enabled ( ‘y") or
alarm disabled ( &y ).

To set the alarm to alert daily:
Follow the steps previously described, except when setting the date, press ¥
for the date entries until you see a blank month, day, and year (--/~/~),
The alarm is now set to alert every day at this specified time.
NOTE1: If the alarm expires without being acknowledged, the symbol flashes
until any button is pressed.
NOTE2: To exit from any menu without making changes, press e

Setting the Message Alarm
This feature allows you t0 sel a one-time or a daily alarm for a particular perso-
nal message. You can set an alarm for up to five personal messages.

To set a one-time message alarm:
1. Press e
2. Press -1 or = {0 select the message you want to alarm.
3. Press @ 1o display the function menu.
4, Press » 1o move the cursor to &b .
5. Press @ 1o display the set-message-alarm screen.
When the screen is first displayed, the cursor is at the far left position.
This symbol defines the alarm status—either alarm enabled (%¥") or alarm
disabled ( 5y ).
6. From the set-message-alarm screen, follow the same steps described in
Setting the Alarm.

Setting the Alert Pattern

Your pager has six alert modes (alert mode, alert and vibrate mode, vibrate
alert mode, vibrate mode, chirping mode, silent mode), sixteen alert patterns

two vibrate modes (continuous vibrate, interrupted vibrate) and two tone modes
(general tone, escalating tone), allowing you to select and change the alert.

Deleting Messages from Memory
You can delete an unlocked and un-alarmed message from memary while you
are viewing the message or through the function menu.
To delete messages using the function menu:
1. Press - or »= to select the message you want to delete from memory.
2. Press @ o display the function menu.
3 Press » tomove the cursorto [§ .
4 Press o to receive confirmation of the request.
5 Press e iodelele the message.

To delete all unlocked, un-alarmed and read messages from memory:
1. Press @ o display the function menu.
2. Press » to move the cursor to [ .
3. Press @ twice.

All uniocked, un-alarmed and read messages are now deleled.

NOTE: Personal and maildrop notabooks are not deleled with this feature.

Moving Messages to Your Notebooks
Your pager has two notebook areas: a personal notebook for storing personal
messages, and a maildrop notebook for storing information service messages.
To store a message in your personal notebook:
1 Press e
2 Press -a or B to move the cursor to select the message you desire to
move into your parsonal notebook.
3. Press @ 1o display the function menu.
4. Press » to move the cursor to % .
5. Press @ 1o move the message into your personal notebook.
The % symbol is shown in the top right-hand comer of the display.




To store a message in the maiidrop (information service) notebook:

Follow the same steps as described for stormg personal notebook messages.

The % symbol is shown in the second row, right-sand comer of the display

Deleting Messages from Your Notebooks

Setting Private Time
To set your pager's Private Time feature, proceed as follows:
You can select a time period during which your pager is completely silent.
Your pager still receives message but is does not alert. The pager alerts only if
an alarm expires or a pricrity message is received.

2. Press -1 1o mave the cursorto 3] .

3. Press @ to display the Private Time screen.
When the screen is first displayed, the cursor is at the farthest left position. The
enabled ( 3] ) or disabled ( [] ) symbol indicates the current status.

Other Features

» Battery Gauge:
The battery gauge indicator is located on the status screen and keeps you
rmed of the battery energy level. The five indicators range from full

» Key Click:
When this feature is enabled, and the pager is in the audible mode, a "click” &
emitted whenever a button is pressed. The click is not heard when the pager
in the silent mode.

» Error Data Indicator:
Thex symbol displays when potentially cormupt dsta is received The indicator
altenates with the corrupted character

* Duplicate Message:
If the same message is received more than once. DUPL ICATE MESSAGE
Is displayed at the beginning of the new message The new message contains
the latest time and date stamp.

* Out of Range:
When this option is enabled, the pager disptayed T T symbol when out of ra-
nge. The symbol T T disappears on the screen when you retum to your tran-
smitting area.

» Maildrop History:

When this option is enable, the pager stores up to eight history files per maildrop
{mmmm)mm.w.mmmum
on a specific siol, the existing message is “pushed” into the history area and the
new message is slored in the maildrop siot. When a nine history file is received,
the oldest history file is deleted




Battery Information
Your pager is designed to operate with a single AA-size alkaline battery (car
zinc batteries are not recommended). See the diagram on the following page
the battery door location.
To install or repiace the battery, place the pager face down and proceed as
follows:
@ Uniock the battery door by sliding the door latch away from the battery
@ Siide the battery door in the direction of the arrow (toward the outer ed
© Lift the battery door away from the housing to remove it. Lift the balte
out of the battery compartment, taking note of the positive (+) and neg
(-) markings on the battery and the pager housing.




CAUTION:
Do not insert the battery backwards or the messages stored or locked in memory
will be erased.

Care Your Pager
To maintain the fine optical quality of the dsglay n e pager, do not subject it to
extreme temperatures and moisture

Cleaning Your Pager

To clean smudges and grime from the exterior of the housing, use a soft, nonab-
rasive cloth moistened in a mild soap and water solution Rinse the surface using
a second cloth moistened in clean water. Do not immerse the pager in water.
Do not use any other cleaning solutions.
