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Groundwater movement and water chemistry were studied in a bog to determine water balance and flow directions and estimate the role of different parameters on this balance.

The draft is a preliminary one and still needs a lot of work to be prepared for publication.

General comments:

1. I could not understand the main goals of the study. What are the questions that are being addressed?

Specific comments:

1. The abstract does not present the main issues of the paper. It is a summary of methods with some results.

2. What is a mineral soil?

3. Move equation to here. Generally speaking the paper needs to be reorganized.

4. This should be in a discussion section.

5. Where are the results?

6. No. I don’t think it was a waste of time and money. It might help to understand the natural process that causes these changes. These changes are part of the bog’s dynamics.

7. I hope the original figures are less pixelated.

8. All figures need expanded captions so they  are understood. The way it is now, the reader can not understand the main point that figures show.
