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This paper details several academic opportunities, at the University of Vermont, which provide interaction between faculty and students, and Burlington community residents and Code of Enforcement employees. These opportunities come in the form of three different types of Undergraduate projects, all of which demonstrate the impact of growing student populations, on and off campus, on the loss of greenspace and the consequent increases in hydrological parameters. 
To date, the project has been a tremendous success on all levels, in that students have interacted with the community, applied their scientific knowledge to real world solutions, and amassed a great deal of data. For the undergraduate level, particularly the level of the classes in which these projects are being done, the quality of data and interpretations is excellent. One need look no further than the impact the project is having on the Code of Enforcement Office of Burlington, VT, and the professional presentations (at meetings and on the web) for proof. However, for this paper, the clarity of the writing and of the illustrations needs some minor improvements. 

The quality of writing shows experience, and communicates the message well enough. I think this paper is ready for publication, after edits. To really do justice to such a valuable project with good success, I think the manuscript needs at least two more drafts of editing. I would focus primarily on fixing some mistakes with regard to sentence structure and wording. 
Specific Comments-
1. It took you 1 ½ pages to mention the town of Burlington, and it isn’t in the abstract. I think this is strategically bad, considering the paper stresses the relationship between students, the University and the community. You must place the reader in this geographical context, also because Burlington is an unsuspecting town for such a study. Conversion of green space in this project is not just on campus. It’s also in the town of Burlington.

2. I would change this to “and” the University classrooms. It is true enough that the project is field based, but it also has the right combination of classroom learning. You don’t do all the statistical analysis in the field…do you?

3. Although students were provided with mapping units, there was significant input by students in creation and development of the mapping units. I would say we collaborated with students which makes the Education theme stronger.
