Goats are herbivores (plant-eaters) who spend most of the
day grazing. Goats eat grass, herbs, tree leaves and other
plant material. Goats swallow their food without chewing it
much. Later, they regurgitate the food (then called a cud) and

chew it thoroughly before swallowing it for the last time.
