Create an internship journal in which you record what you do, what you learn, and your experiences, and 
observations from the internship and the thoughts that they spark in relation to your studies at UVM and your 
career goals. In addition to deepening your learning through active reflection, your notes on what you do and 
the skills, knowledge, and experience you gain can be useful later for resumes, statements of purpose, and cover 
letters that you write, and for reminding recommenders when requesting letters of recommendation. 
 

Create an annotated bibliography of a minimum of 12 scholarly articles and 2 grey literature sources related to 
your internship activities/responsibilities.  For each entry, there should be a full bibliographic entry on the 
article and a one-paragraph summary of the content in your own words in relation to the internship. 
 

Prepare a final report on the internship due at the end of the semester. The report will include the journal, 
annotated bibliography, and a 4-page essay (single-spaced) synthesizing all of the components of the internship 
and content from the annotated bibliography in relation to your studies at UVM and your career goals.
