Narration: Member clearly expressed their goal in 
creating their outfit, their process in choosing the items, 
and where they plan to wear the outfit.

Overall Impression: Garments selected work well 
together and are well suited for their intended use.

Creativity: Garment selections includes an appealing or 
creative choice of fabric, colors, and/or effective use of 
accessories. Member may have made slight alterations or 
re-purposed in some way.
