LANGUAGE

French 001-Elementary I. This course is designed for students who
have had no previous study of French. It presents the fundamentals
of modern French: comprehension, pronunciation, speaking,
reading and writing. The University of Vermont & Champlain
College.




French 002-FElementary II. A continuation of French 1.
Pronunciation, practice, dialogues, role-playing, oral & written
compositions are included.

French 051-Intermediate Reading & Conversation. This course is
designed to help students move from a basic knowledge of French
to the ability to read, speak and comprehend French language.
