1. NEW this year! All TRY curricula have been decreased from 6 lessons to 4 lessons. Make sure teachers 
understand this as it may make teachers more willing to open their doors to TRY. 
 

2. Identify students to teach. Your team will be required to teach the TRY lessons to two different groups 
of at least 15 students.  We know that not all teachers will be willing to give you class time this year. So, 
we want you to be proactive, reach out to teachers now and see if they are willing to let you teach their 
students. You can use the TRY Sample Email when making your request. Just remember that if you don’t 
hear back in a day or two that you should follow up again. Once you have received a commitment from 
two teachers you will list their name, school and grade on the online application. *Note: If you need 
more time to find classrooms, then leave this section blank when completing the application.
