 Divisions (as of 1/1/19) are:  Junior 8/9; Junior 10/11; Junior 12/13; Novice Senior; Senior 

 Novice Senior is for those members 14 and over who are either new to 4-H or new to state judging. 

Members may only compete in this division for one year.  Those competing in the novice senior 

division will not be eligible to compete in the national judging contest. 

 Rosette ribbons will be awarded for each division through 10th place.  All others will receive a Danish 

participation ribbon.
