BSW Student(s) – This group of students has been oriented to the profession of social work through 27 credits of Social Work courses and various volunteer and service learning projects in the community.  They have gone through an extensive Field Readiness process and have been approved for Field by the Faculty.  Field Instructors who supervise BSW students are responsible for immersing them in generalist social work practice.  They will be participating in Field Planning and Matching during February and March of the spring semester.  These students are not available for field hours on Monday or Friday afternoons.
Foundation Year MSW Student(s) – This group of students is full of new faces here in the Department.  They have been accepted as First Year students; however, their orientation to the profession and their experience in the field are quite varied.  Field Instructors who supervise Foundation Year students are responsible for immersing them in generalist social work practice and giving them a good foundation for their Concentration Year’s work.  They will be participating in Field Planning and Matching during June and July.  Most of these students are not available for field hours on Mondays/Tuesdays afternoons/evenings.

Specialized Practice Year MSW Student(s) – This group of students has successfully completed their Foundation Year Field Placements and curriculum.  Field Instructors who supervise these students are responsible for moving them toward autonomous and independent social work practice with evidence of both a depth and breadth of knowledge to accompany their work.  They will be participating in Field Planning and Matching during February, March and April of the spring semester.  Most of these students are not available for field hours on Wednesdays/Thursdays afternoons/evenings.
