CHECKLIST OF REQUIREMENTS FOR HISTORY MAJORS 
In effect from Fall 2023 

Majors must complete thirty-three (33) hours in History in the following way: 

One survey course at the introductory level. Select from HST 1130 through HST 1715. 
With the approval of the department, HST 1990 may count for I. with special permission.  

HST 2050: History Methods. This is a prerequisite for majors taking any 4000-level 
history seminar   

Six (6) hours of History in each of the following areas for a total of 18 hours: 

(survey course listed above under requirement I. and any TAP course can count toward these area 
requirements)

American History.) 

Additional class, if necessary, to bring the total to 11 classes: 

Check to be sure that among the courses listed above there are at least: 

a) Fifteen (15) hours at the intermediate level (2000 level, History Methods/HST 2050 does not count) 

b) Three (3) hours at the seminar level in one’s concentration area (4000 level) 

c) At least 11 courses (33 hours) 

Additional notes: 

a) No more than 6 Advanced Placement (AP) or International Baccalaureate (IB) credits can count 
toward the major, and no more than 3 AP or IB credits can count toward any one of the geographic 
concentrations. 

b) No more than 6 internship, undergraduate research, thesis credits, and/or independent studies can 
count toward the major. 

c) At least 17 credits used for the major must be taken at UVM. 

d) No more than 45 of the 120 hours required for graduation may be in your major field. 
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
