· State the application's broad, long-term objectives and specific aims, making reference to the health relatedness of the project (i.e., relevance to the mission of the agency). Describe the research design and methods for achieving the stated goals. Be sure that the project summary reflects the key focus of the proposed project so that the application can be appropriately categorized.

· The Project Summary/Abstract is limited to 30 lines of text.

· Do not include proprietary, confidential information or trade secrets in the project summary. If the application is funded, the project summary will be entered into an NIH database and made available on the NIH Research Portfolio Online Reporting Tool (RePORT) and will become public information.

· Note that the "Project Summary/Abstract" attachment is not same as the "Research Strategy" attachment.

· Additional Instructions for Career Development: In addition to summarizing the research project to be conducted under the career development award, describe the candidate's career development plan, the candidate's career goals, and the environment in which the career development will take place. The entire "Project Summary/Abstract" attachment is limited to 30 lines of text.

· Additional Instructions for Training: In addition to the content described above, also summarize the objectives, rationale and design of the research training program. Provide information regarding the research areas and scientific disciplines encompassed by the program. Include a brief description of the level(s) (i.e., undergraduate, predoctoral, postdoctoral, faculty) and duration of the proposed training, and the projected number of participating trainees. The entire "Project Summary/Abstract" attachment is limited to 30 lines of text.

· Additional Instructions for Fellowship: In addition to summarizing the research project to be conducted under the fellowship award, describe the fellowship training plan and the environment in which the research training will take place. The entire "Project Summary/Abstract" attachment is limited to 30 lines of text.

· Additional Instructions for Multi-Project: Overall and Other Components: A project summary is required for both the Overall Component and all Other Components. Each project summary attachment is limited to 30 lines of text.




Review Criteria and/or Questions to Consider

· Is an abstract provided that summarizes the project in 30 lines of text or less?

· Has the PI excluded proprietary information?

· Is the abstract written in plain language, understandable by a non-scientist?
