	“When a UVM faculty member contracts or arranges to utilize animals on a commercial farm for purposes of research or teaching, the IACUC must determine that the specific farm is committed to providing a high standard of animal welfare. Commercial farm operators are encouraged to follow best management practices. Prior to the submission of the Animal Use protocol to the IACUC, the farm owner or manager must complete a farm assessment checklist such as the National Milk Producers’ Federation (NMPF) FARM program (http://www.nationaldairyfarm.com/sites/default/files/FARM_UserGuide_2013_WEB.pdf)or  other acceptable animal welfare survey instruments may be available through the producer’s milk procurement organization or through the New York State Cattle Health Assurance Program http://nyschap.vet.cornell.edu/module/welfare/welfare.asp and provide a copy of the assessment checklist to the Principal Investigator. The completed farm assessment must accompany the IACUC protocol submission. Based on the level of invasiveness of the planned research and the completed farm assessment, the IACUC will evaluate the suitability of the collaborator farm, determine whether a farm inspection is warranted and, if so, whether that inspection will be carried out by IACUC members or by Committee designees.”
