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Here is your chance to read Garrett Hardin’s Tragedy of the Commons as it was originally published in Science in 1968.  What did he really say?  What did he mean by the tragedy of the commons and what solutions did he pursue?
This article set off a firestorm of discussion among academics and activists that has lasted nearly four decades.  It gave impetus to a whole set of social science theory called common property theory.  Elinor Ostrum is on e of the most thorough and articulate scholars in the field.  Read her 1999 Science article  to learn more about the debate and the solutions possible by understanding common property regimes.

In 2003, Science devoted several issues to the State of the Planet, including one issue examining the tragedy of the commons.  I’ve not included all of the articles here, but I have included the issue’s Introduction and lead Editorial to help situation the debate in contemporary times.
