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Pay attention to and be prepared to discuss the following:

1. In what year was each article written?

2. Which of the two articles was more promotional?  Which was more critical?

3. Which case seemed more “grassroots” in origin?  What are the implications of that?

4. What were the problems that people were trying to address with community forestry in Karnataka?  In Hayfork?

5. After reading these articles, what is your reaction to the following statement:
 “It doesn’t matter what kind of a tree you plant; as long as you plant trees people and the environment will benefit.”

6. How long has he Ford Foundation been supporting community forestry in the US?  How long in Asia, Africa and Latin America?
7. Of the sources cited in both articles combined, how many were not written by one or more of the authors?  What does that suggest about these articles?

8. Are either of these articles readily available on line?
